Reserved ta-
ble seating is available 
under the pavilion for 
$25 per person, or $200 
per table of eight seats. 
Corporate sponsorship 
is available from $250-
$1000.  
     A cash bar with 
wine, sodas and snacks 

will be available, but 
outside food and drinks 
are permitted. 
     This concert is sup-
ported by a grant from 
the Louisiana Division 
of the Arts, Office of 
Cultural Development, 
Department of Culture, 
Recreation and Tourism 
in cooperation with the 
Louisiana State Arts 
Council, as administered 
by the Houma Regional 
Arts.   
     The LPO was formed 
in 1991 as a non-profit 
corporation and orches-
tra. It is owned and oper-
ated by its 70 musician 
members. LPO’s mis-
sion is to provide the 
Gulf South region with a 
fully professional or-
chestra that offers the 
highest quality sym-
phonic music, educa-
tional programs and 
multi-cultural commu-
nity events to enhance 
the cultural vitality of 
the community.  

     This concert is the 
fourth performance of 
the Louisiana Philhar-
monic Orchestra at 
Southdown Plantation, 
with previous atten-
dance reaching nearly 
700 people.  
     In the event of rain, 
the concert will take 
place at the Houma Mu-
nicipal Auditorium at 
the same time and  
date.
